What to Expect After You Report

You will be given information about available resources 

and supports, including a “no contact” directive, 

counseling, academic modifications, and changes in 

housing. 

You will be asked if you want to proceed with a formal 

complaint and investigation. 

If you request an investigation, it will be thorough, prompt, 

and fair and will respect the rights of all parties involved; 

e.g., all parties involved will be given the opportunity to 

present information and identify possible witnesses.
